Memo : The Channel Tunnel


The Channel Tunnel, popularly called the “Chunnel,” is a three-tunnel railroad connection running under the English Channel, connecting Folkestone, England, and Calais, France. The tunnels are 31 mi (50 km) long. There are two rail tunnels and a central tunnel that is used for maintenance and ventilation. The depth of the tunnels below the seabed is about 150 ft (45 m). The project began with the signing of the Channel Tunnel Treaty between France and Britain in 1986; passenger service began in 1994. Eurostar is the high-speed train service linking London, Ashford, Paris, Brussels, Lille, Avignon, Calais, Disneyland Resort Paris and the French Alps. The Eurostar will take you to Paris in 4 hours, to Brussels in 3 hours and to Disneyland Paris once a day. Eurostar only transports people but if you want to take your car you have to go on the Euro Shuttle. The "Shuttle" service joins Calais to Folkestone in 35 minutes. 
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
